(lower band, handles)
• 	9×12" piece green print (leaves)
• 	4—5" squares assorted blue 

dots (yo-yo flowers)
• 	Scrap of pink print (flower  

centers)
• 	2—14×13" pieces muslin 
• 	2—14×13" pieces lightweight 

batting
• 	11 ⁄4×81 ⁄2" strip lightweight 

interfacing
• 	2—7⁄8×29" strips webbing 
• 	3 ⁄4×11 ⁄2" strip hook-and-loop 

tape 
• 	4—¾"-diameter buttons  

to cover
• 	Basting spray

Finished tote: 121 ⁄2×111 ⁄4×11 ⁄4"
